Background

TELUM provided a Tactical Medical Training Course to a group of 11 

police agents from three different units of the National Police of Panama 

(PNP). The group consisted of 1 male commissioned officer, 9 enlisted 

males and 1 enlisted female, all with no prior medical training. The 

students were assigned to sensitive units engaged in high-risk operations 

in support of the US. In order to support the mission, the ICE senior 

leadership at the US Embassy in Panama, developed a contractual 

agreement with TELUM to provide a 2-week course encompassing 

principles of the Tactical Combat Casualty Care and Combat Lifesaver 

courses taught to US military personnel, as well as elements of the Basic 

Trauma Life Support and Pre Hospital Trauma Life Support courses.
